SUBJECT:  Alternate Entry Option Program Policy Change

1.  Reference memorandum, HQ, Cadet Command, ATCC-PC, 4 Jan 00, subject:  Alternate Entry Option (AEO) for Nonscholarship Cadets.

2.  The purpose of this memorandum is to announce that Headquarters, Cadet Command has changed the current policy regarding cadets enrolled under the Alternate Entry Option (AEO) Program who wish to participate in the Simultaneous Membership Program (SMP). 

3.  In the past, cadets enrolled under the AEO option were ineligible to participate in the SMP until they completed basic course requirements.  Cadet Command Judge Advocate (CJA) has reviewed this policy and found no legal or regulatory guidance restrictiing these cadets from participating in the SMP.  Therefore, effective immediately, any cadet enrolled under this option may begin participating in the SMP if otherwise qualified.

4.  Policies and procedures regarding participation in the SMP can be found in Army Regulation 145-1, Chapter 1, Army Regulation 601-210, Chapter 10, and National Guard Regulation 600-100, Chapter 13.
