MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT: Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty Scholarship Cadets

1.  References:

    a.  Title 10 United States Code 2107a.

    b.  Memorandum, HQ,DA, DAPE-MPO, 12 July 2000, subject: Interpretation of Title 10 United States Code 2017a.

    c.  Memorandum, HQ,CC, ATCC-P, 28 August 2000, subject: Revocation of Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD) Scholarship Cadet Contract Endorsements.

    d.  Memorandum, HQ,DA, DAPE-MPO, 4 December 2000, subject: Military Junior College (MJC) Scholarship Cadets Commissioned Pursuant to Title 10 United States Code 2107a.

    e.  Memorandum, HQ,DA, DAPE-MPO, 16 March 2001, subject: Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD) Scholarship Cadets Commissioned Pursuant to Title 10 United States Code 2107a.

2.  This memorandum outlines the courses of action available to GRFD Army National Guard (ARNG)/US Army Reserve (USAR) and Dedicated Military Junior College scholarship cadets contracted under the provisions of Title 10 United States Code 2107a (scholarship category codes “RG”, “RV”, or “MJ”) prior to 12 July 2000, and desire an active duty assignment in lieu of reserve forces duty.  This memorandum does not apply to Dedicated ARNG scholarship cadets contracted under provisions of Title 10 United States Code 2107 (scholarship category codes “2G” and “4G”).

3.  GRFD scholarship cadets contracted under provisions of Title 10 U.S.C. 2107a, who executed Cadet Command Form 203-R prior to 12 July 2000, may revoke their GRFD contract endorsement and apply for active duty.  However, their GRFD commitments must still be satisfied through one of the following options:

    a.  Apply to the Army Board for Correction of Military Records (ABCMR) to seek correction of their military records to reflect satisfaction of the TPU service obligation as set forth in 10 U.S.C. 2107a. 


 b.  After completing active duty service, satisfy the service obligation according to 10 U.S.C. 2107a by serving in a TPU of the USAR or ARNG for a period of eight years.


 c.  In the event relief is not obtained through legislation or action by the ABCMR, upon completion of active duty service, GRFD cadets may reimburse the U.S. Government for the advanced education assistance they received.

4.  To revoke the GRFD endorsement and apply for active duty, follow the guidelines below:

    a.  Submit DA Form 4187 to HQCC, ATTN: ATCC-PA, IAW standing guidance and the following special instructions:

        (1)  Section III, item 8, choose “Other” and enter “Change of Duty from Reserve Forces Duty to Active Duty”. 

        (2)  Section IV, Remarks enter: 

“I have been accessed into the Reserve Components [insert branch] Branch.  Request re-accession onto active duty.  My branch preferences in order are: [list six 2-letter branch codes (i.e. In, SC, MS, QM, AR, TC) IAW standing accession guidance].

I understand that Title 10 U.S.C. 2107a governs my duty status and by electing to serve on active duty I must fulfill one of the following requirements:

1.  Apply to the ABCMR to seek correction of my military records to reflect satisfaction of the TPU service obligation as set forth in 10 U.S.C. 2107a to which favorable determination is not guaranteed.  

2.  Serve eight years in a TPU after serving on active duty.

3. Pay back scholarship benefits received after serving on active duty.

I am fully aware of these requirements and agree to comply in order to change my current duty status to active duty.”

    b.  Submit Request for Revocation of Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty Contract Endorsement, Cadet Command form 204-R, as an attachment to the DA 4187.

    c.  Submit Assignment Preference Sheet, Cadet Command form 218-R, as an attachment to the DA 4187.

5.  Due to the time sensitivity of these requests, the suspense is 15 April 2001.  Headquarters, Cadet Command will expedite these to PERSCOM for immediate action and will notify battalions with results.
