Repeat Room and Board Option:

a. Effective with School Year (SY) 2004/2005, scholarship cadets have the option of receiving either tuition and fees or room and board.  This option will be presented to each returning contracted cadet and/or upon new scholarship contracting (includes Mid-Year contracting) for SY 04/05.   After an election is made, a request for a change in election type will not be authorized prior to the next school year.  Each scholarship cadet will be able to change this election at the beginning of each school year or upon transferring schools.   

    b. Because of the requirement to create an audit trail for appropriated funding, cadets are limited to using university-sponsored dormitories and meal plans.  The HQ, CC staff will continue to examine the possibility of using other options for housing and meal plans.

    c. The room and board benefits are capped at tuition level.  A legislative proposal has been submitted to remove this restriction.

d.  Attached with this reminder is the memorandum format for the students to elect the option of Room and Board or Tuition and Fees.  Scholarship Benefit Election Memorandum.doc.  File the election form in the cadet records.

e.  The automation requirements to implement this program and record the data in CCIMS is still under construction and is expected to be in place around mid September.  We will notify the schools when this automation piece is in place.
