Repeat Allocation Misunderstanding:  For SY 04-05, PNE allocations go away in CCIMS.  Refer to CCIMS Allocation screen and you will see that you have no PNE allocations.  CCIMS is currently being reprogrammed to accommodate the change in policy,  At this time the "machine" automatically converts any student coded "JXX"  to "PNE".  That will change in the future.  In the future, all students will be categorized based on actual tuition at their school.
