Update 2d Round OMLs:  Please review CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module (under High School PMS Review) and ensure we have correctly posted your 2d round OML.  We anticipate sending out letters next week.  Letters were put in the mail yesterday with a suspense date of 8 April 2003.  Remember, no replacements can be made in the 3rd round OML without Brigade Cdrs approval.  For the OML due on 15 Apr 03, we will not process any OML submitted by a school.  All OMLs must be submitted through your Brigade.

Update SY 03-04 Current Number of Applicants:  We are running "Interveiw" cycles weekly now, so you should see new names out in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module weekly. DODMERB Physicals for High School Applicants:  If you do not know how to retrieve document images from the CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module, please refer to the CCIMS Handbook, Chapter 8.  If you do not see the physical posted in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module under the document images tab, please contact atccps@monroe.army.mil.  Physicals are being posted as they are received.  Old physicals will not be on that sit.  Until CCIMS can be updated, please click on "Evaluation" to retrieve the physical.  ISA will change the word as soon as they can.  

Extension of Scholarship Benefits
Prior to submitting a request for Extended Benefits, the battalion should review and determine if the cadet meets the eligibility criteria outlined in CC Regulation 145-1, paragraph 4-2.  

Extended Benefits should only be submitted for those cadets who will not graduate on time due to ROTC requirements.  In addition, the cadet must meet all eligibility requirements.  Request for extended benefits must include supporting documentation and the projected cost (format outlined below).  Cadets pursuing a Graduate/Master Degree are not eligible for extended benefits.

Approval must be granted and authorized by Headquarters, Cadet Command 30 days prior to the end of the MS IV year. The PMS must structure an MS V program of ROTC training in which the cadet participates.  After the fact requests will not be considered.

Summer Scholarship Benefits:  Unless required by the curriculum plan, only cadets in technical degree programs, Engineer, Physical Science and Nursing (ADM 3, 4, and 5) are eligible for summer tuition.  Freshman summer tuition is not an option.

The purpose of summer sessions is to reduce the academic course overload for technical degrees and to keep cadets aligned with projected mission sets.  Summer term benefits are used in lieu of or in combination with the extension of scholarship benefits (fifth academic year).  Military science courses are not required during the summer term, thus no subsistence is authorized.

    (1)  CC Form 131-R:  include the projected cost for each semester/quarter requested.  On the 131-R include the projected cost in the following format.

    (2)  A copy of the original ROTC CC Form 104-R (Planned Academic Program Worksheet) and a current revised CC Form 104-R. If a cadet has transfer credit on the CC Form 104-R, include a letter from the college or university that states how many credits have been accepted towards the degree major.

    (3)  Current transcript and all transcripts from colleges previously attended, if applicable, and documentation of Military Science Credits, and page 1 of 

DA Form 597-3.   

    (4)  If the cadet changed their major, a memorandum from the PMS reflecting approval of the change of major must be included. Also include a letter from the college or university stating that the cadet did or did not lose credit from changing their major.

    (5)  Battalion POC, phone number and e-mail address.

    (6)  Extract from the university's catalog describing the undergraduate degree program course schedule and required curriculum for degree requirements.  Course descriptions are not necessary.

    (7)  Forward the entire package to Commander, U.S. Army Cadet Command, Attn: ATCC-OI, 55 Patch Road, Building 56, Fort Monroe, VA  23651-1052.
