Change GRFD/DedARNG Scholarship Applications Must Be In CCIMS

Please ensure that all of your GRFD and DedARNG Scholarship prospects are entered into The CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  If you have not done so, please put these applications into CCIMS as soon as possible. We can't make offers available for prospective cadets if a record does not exist in CCIMS for them.  Enter scholarship award category as "RV" for GRFD-Army Reserve Scholarship applicants, "RG" for GRFD-National Guard Scholarship applicants or "2G" for Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarship applicants.  Enter selection status as "1" if the cadet currently meets scholarship eligibility and contracting requirements.  Enter scholarship award category as "0" if the cadet does not currently meet scholarship eligibility and contracting requirements.  HQCC will update status to "1" upon review of the application and final determination of scholarship eligibility and contracting requirements.  HQCC will update the selection status to "5" (Alternate Offer) whenever an offer is made available for the prospect.

Scholarship Certificates:  Certificates for High School scholarship winners for SY 03-04 are being mailed this week.  The school closest to the student's High School is tasked with making the presentation at the awards night.  If any school wishes to make their own arrangements for presentation of their winners certificates, you can view the school to whom the certificate was mailed on CCIMS under the Personal Information Section of the application.

Brigade ROO Conferences:  We need to know what Brigades will still have a ROO conference before the end of FY 03.  RROD set aside travel funds to support each of these conferences, and only 4 Brigades have invited us at this time.  At the past 4 conferences, we did an assistance visit (20-30 minutes) with each school and reviewed CCIMS descrepancies.  If you would like us to attend, please let us know for planning purposes.

3-year Advance Designee validation:

There have been many questions about validation of 3-year Advance designees.  In order to assist the field, validation rules and responsibilities are outlined below:


a. Ensure the Cadet has attained a Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) of 2.5 or higher by the end of the Freshman Year.  If the CGPA is not 2.5 or higher and the cadet attends summer school then summer grades may be included in the CGPA.  The cadet may not contract until this CGPA is achieved.


b. Cadets who are completing the first year of the ROTC Basic Course (two semesters of Military Science I) must achieve a military science GPA of 2.7 or higher. Cadets who fail to obtain the CGPA 2.7, will be counseled in writing the scholarship is being withdrawn.   


c. All cadets must have been determined medically qualified by DODMERB before contracting.


d. The cadet must pass the APFT at the entry-level requirement (minimum of 50 in each event and a minimum score of 150) before contracting.  Cadets who have not passed the APFT requirement prior to the start of the sophomore year will be counseled in writing that they have until 15 Dec 03 to successfully complete the APFT at the entry level standard.  Failure to meet the requirement will result in withdrawal of their scholarship offer. 


e. The battalion will forward CC Form 167-R with a copy of the current transcript to HQCC, Incentives Division by 1 Jul 03 for each cadet.  This form will be submitted even if the cadet decides not to continue in the program.

The PMS must complete CC Form 167-R, certifying the cadet meets eligibility standards and that he is recommending the cadet to receive the scholarship benefit.

2.  Cadets who are disqualified for either medical or administrative reasons will be counseled in writing explaining what the disqualification is and why the scholarship is being withdrawn. 

3.  If desired the PMS may contract the cadet at the end of the spring term if the cadet meets all eligibility criteria.  This includes DODMERB qualification, Freshman CGPA, successful APFT, as well as all the other eligibility requirements as established in the CC regulations.  The PMS should use CC Form 139, Enrollment Eligibility Checklist, to ensure eligibility requirements are met. However, block “F” (Date Education Commences), of DA Form 597-3, will be the first day of class of the fall 03 term.  At the start of the fall term, the PMS must verify there has been no change in the cadet’s status (administratively and medically) during the summer.  The PMS must use the CC Form 139 to ensure eligibility requirements are met.

Repeat 3rd Round OML Delay:    The 3rd Round OML deadline has been delayed until 9 May 03.  This delay will give both the PMS and the brigade time to react to the decisions made by students.  We will run withdrawal letters for non-response on 18 Apr 03 to allow the mail system to catch up.  The PMS and the Brigades will then have three weeks to make decisions on any 3rd round offers that can be made.

All 3rd Round OMLs will be submitted to the Brigade Cdr for decision-making.  The Brigades will then forward the OMLs to HQCC, atccps@monroe.army.mil indicating which offers the HQs should make official.

Students on your OMLs not selected for a scholarship should be provided the non-selection letter, which is located in Appendix C of CCR 145-1.

Repeat LTC Scholarships for MS 05:  Due to the uncertainty with the FY 03 scholarship funds, it may not be possible to completely implement the LTC Administrative Guidance for scholarships.  If your Brigade does not have funds for LTC scholarships, then you should contract the student using the non-scholarship contract.  If funds become available during the first semester of SY 03-04, then these students can be considered for conversion to scholarship as a one-time exception to CCR 145-1. 

Repeat SY 03-04 College Scholarship Program Applications:  There are over 600 new college scholarship applications in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  However, numerous of these applications have not been completely input.  Prior to submitting the 139R and transcript to this HQs, please ensure that you have completed all input on both the Personal Information Tab and the Applicant Status Tab.

Repeat CMP Scholarship Board:  The CMP Scholarship Board will be held 14-16 April 03.
