SY 04-05 Budget Cut/Allocation Plans:

On 5 June the Command was notified that our FY05 scholarship budget would be cut by $10M.   The staff is currently working a plan approved by the CG to absorb this reduction.  This will delay the fielding of the revised draft SY 04-05 Scholarship Allocation Plan that you’ve been expecting. We are hoping to publish the draft plan NLT 9 Jul and provide the Brigades 3 weeks to review.

GRFD/DedARNG Scholarships

There are still some schools who have not updated The CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module SY 03/04 with the acceptance/declination status of their Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD) and Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarship offers.  Please update this database ASAP if you have not done so. There is a large number of prospects waiting for these scholarship offers and we do not want to obligate funds for applicants who will not need them. Failure to update the database in a timely manner will result in the risk of the scholarship being withdrawn.  

Also, there are a number of scholarship applicants whom we have received application packets for that have not been added into The CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module SY 03/04.  These applicants must be entered before we can make offers available for them.  Failure to add them to the database will result in the applicant not receiving an offer should funds become available.  

Repeat SY 03-04 On Campus Applicants:  There are only a total of 1,692 applications for on-campus scholarships (2, 2 1/2, 3, 3 1/2, 4) in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module at this time.  Of those, only 443 are annotated as winners.  The 3-year applications were due at the HQs on 15 Apr with the OMLs due on 1 May to your Brigade HQs.  We still have not received 3-year OMLs from all Brigades.  The 2-year applications were due in the system by 1 Jun with the OMLs due in on 15 Jun (16 June due to weekend this year).  We understand that the Budget problems have prevented offering scholarships as you have in the past; however, that should not prevent you from inputting all of your applicants for UFR scholarships into CCIMS Scholarship Processing.  Remember, the CG is being briefed based on information in CCIMS.  We are also trying to provide numbers to meet other requests for information, and this makes the Command look extremely bad.
