SY 04-05 applicants:   We have added some new requirements for the SY 04-05 applicants (any late SY 03-04 applicant will also be subject to these new requirements).  Upon receipt of the on-line application, a letter is mailed to the High School Guidance Counselor requesting verification of the reported student activities, requests the school nurse verify the student's self-reported Height/Weight and requests the coach, pe teacher or JROTC instructor conduct the Presidential Fitness Test.  All these requirements are geared to ensuring we are selecting the correct individuals for the High School Scholarships.  There are no whole person score points associated with any of these requirements, they are meant to be used subjectively by the scholarship selection board. Repeat SY 03-04 3rd Round OML:  Letters were put in the mail on Tuesday with the 3rd round OML offers.  Suspense date for response is 17 June 03.  Please ensure your students respond to General Casey's letter and that they respond back to the HQs.  Students can fax the acceptance form letter back to (757) 788-4643.  In extreme emergencies, they can also respond via e-mail to atccps@monroe.army.mil, but they need to identify themselves by name and SSN.  It is preferable that we have the valid form returned to place in their file.

Repeat Entry level APFT Standards:  Remember, CCR 145-1, paragraph 3-8a (below) sets the required APFT standards for contracting under the scholarship contract.  This standard is not required to qualify for a scholarship offer.  Currently, the APFT is not part of the whole person score used to evaluate who receives a scholarship offer.  Athletic abilities are scored using the appropriate Extracurricular, Athletic and Leadership tables located in appendix J.  However, since the APFT can be given prior to a scholarship offer, there is no reason that the score can not be used subjectively by the scholarship board in generating the scholarship Order of Merit List.  Visit the Right Site to view the entire CCR 145-1.

"a.  Successful completion of the APFT at entry level standards is required for contracting under the scholarship award. An individual without prior military experience (active or reserve) must pass the APFT with a minimum of 50 points in each event and a minimum score of 150 points. An individual with prior military experience (active or reserve) must pass the APFT with a minimum of 60 points in each event and a minimum score of 180 points.

b.  A PMS may conduct APFT tests for “enrolled” and "nonenrolled" students applying for scholarship at any time between initial application and the end of the first semester (of the award year) to meet this requirement.  This allows the PMS to spread the workload of conducting APFT tests. If the applicant passes the APFT before the start of fall semester, the test need not be re-conducted for contracting purposes."
