The Army Family Action Plan (AFAP) General Officer Steering (GOSC) is a board of general officers and general officer level civilians from the Department of Defense (DOD), Department of the Army, the Army Staff, and major Army commands (MACOMs) who meet twice a year to review AFAP issues. Army Family Action Plan issues are quality of life issues that have been raised to Department of Army level from Army units and communities worldwide. The Vice Chief of Staff of the Army chairs the GOSC meeting.

The GOSC is the final review board for AFAP issues, and the meeting is an active interchange of ideas, perspectives, and facts. Before an AFAP issue can be "closed," a senior official must present it to the GOSC from the lead agency responsible for the issue. The GOSC members discuss each issue, and recommend to the Chief of Staff of the Army whether the issue should be determined completed, unattainable, or left active. Active issues are also briefed to the GOSC members to inform leadership of on-going progress and current initiatives to resolve these issues.
