Implementing Guidance


US Army Cadet Command will implement this program effective 15 January 2002.  Under Executive Order 13150 dated April 21, 2000, Federal agencies were directed to establish transportation fringe benefit programs to reduce Federal employees’ contribution to traffic congestion and air pollution, and to expand their commuting alternatives.  Department of the Army began a phased implementation plan, effective January 1, 2001, that is now considered to be fully implemented.  Reimbursements of up to $100 monthly will be made to soldiers and Department of the Army Civilians who use mass transportation (this includes commuter rail, bus, and vanpools).
