SUBJECT: Selection as a Professor of Military Science

1.  I request consideration for selection as a Professor of Military Science. I offer an enthusiasm for cadet growth and development, effective interpersonal and organizational skills, physical and mental stamina to go the distance, and a strong desire to increase the reputation of the Army Reserve within Cadet Command and the civilian community. I consider myself a strong candidate for the following reasons: academic credentials, operational experience, and ROTC experience.

2.  Academic credentials. As a master’s degree recipient, I am able to credibly interact with my peers in the academic community. I earned a 3.75 GPA in my Master’s course work at the Defense Intelligence College and received the Intelligence Research Award, the highest honor given by the college for excellence in thesis work. I am also a resident Command and General Staff College graduate and a Certified Public Accountant.

3.  Operational experience. My operational assignments and training make me a quality representative of the Army. I have served at all levels from Battalion to echelons above corps, including company-level command at Fort Bragg. I have also served as a recruiting company commander. I am a veteran of Operation Desert Shield/Storm and Operation Uphold Democracy and I am rated as a Senior Parachutist.

4.  ROTC experience. I bring a wealth of ROTC experience: first as a cadet at William & Mary and later as an officer at Vanderbilt University. At Vanderbilt, I served as an APMS for three years: one as the Admin/Log officer and MS II Instructor, and two as the Training officer and MS III Instructor. I twice performed duty as a Platoon Tactical Officer at NALC and I served as a member of the DA ROTC Accessions Board. I score a 333 on the APFT extended scale and can successfully serve as an example and role model for young cadets.

5.  I seek to represent with distinction the Army and the AGR program as a PMS. I am capable of excelling in the Cadet Command and university environment and I will continually strive to put my skills to effective use. I will fulfill your highest expectations for professional performance and I hope that you will favorably consider my request.
