Scholarship Reminders, 6 Nov 02

This message is being sent to each PMS.  Copies are provided to Region and Brigade Commanders.

Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

Allocations within CCIMS:  We've noticed several issues with CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module calculation of available allocations.  20K  and full tuition schools are not getting updated correctly and 3-year ADs are being subtracted from the 4-year allocation for Mission Set 06 now that they are being added to Student Management Module.  Suggest until further notice, that you coordinate your available allocations with either your Brigade ROO or Incentives Division, HQs CC and track these numbers yourself.  Any allocations listed elsewhere in CCIMS (Student Management Module or Directory Module) are completely incorrect.  You must disregard those figures.  We have requested that IMD eliminate those figures or link to the correct figures within the Scholarship Processing Module.
Important information regarding Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD)/Dedicated Army National Guard (DedARNG) Scholarships:

1.  Conversions expanded: If an individual has been offered any type of ROTC scholarship, other than Green to Gold, and desires a GRFD or Dedicated ARNG scholarship, they may request to convert the scholarship.  Requests should be submitted at the conclusion of the MS II year.  Conversions are allowed based on GRFD/DedARNG availability.  There are a limited number of GRFD/DedARNG scholarships each mission set.  Request conversion by submitting CC Form 226-R to Headquarters, Cadet Command, ATTN: ATCC-OI-R, Fort Monroe, VA 23651-1052. While this new policy broadens those scholarships eligible for conversion, there is currently no money available to offer new or convert scholarships to GRFD or DedARNG for cadets commissioning in Mission Set 04.  Any applications received at HQCC will be put in a wait status until money and allocations become available.  If a cadet wishes to convert an existing scholarship to GRFD, he/she is strongly encouraged to request it.  There is a possibility that some money may become available between now and the accessions window.  These changes will soon be published as a part of Change 2 to Cadet Command Regulation 145-1.

 2.  Don’t lose your scholarships-Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD)/ Dedicated Army National Guard (DedARNG) Scholarship offers being retracted:

Attached is the list of MS 04 GRFD/DedARNG scholarship offers that have not been accepted or declined.  Please update status in CCIMS Scholarship Processing immediately.  Those offers without a status will be rescinded on 01DEC. This is very important in order to know where we are budget wise and so that we may make offers to those on the waiting list.  File Name is ARNGsclrstatus.xls.
CCIMS Student Management Scholarship Award Category Codes:  We've finally gotten the CCIMS Student Management Scholarship Award Category Codes corrected for Green to Gold.  In the past, the terminology was confusing.  It should be clear now:

"2A - 2-year Green to Gold Scholarship"

"3A - 3-year Green to Gold Scholarship"

"4A - 4-year Green to Gold Scholarship"

Update SY 03-04 Rosters:  Another group of rosters was sent recently and we are still receiving calls on how to read the roster.  Below is a repeat of information sent out twice before:

These rosters allow you to see the student's who (for various reasons) have not yet made "Interviewee" status in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module; however, they have indicated an interest in your school.  You may contact these individuals if you wish.  These students are not eligible for an "Interview" at this time; however, you can let them know what they are missing in order to become an "Interviewee"

On the excel file-PMS College Board = College Board WPS Points (if 0 this means we don't have a score yet)

                          PMS EAL = Extracurricular Athletic and Leadership Points

On the word (.rtf) file-web_applicant-cd of "-1" means they applied on-line

                                   Transcript_cd of "A" means we have their transcript, blank or "D" means we do not have their transcript.

If the student has not provided enough information to be made eligible for age, US Citizenship, minimum SAT/ACT or minimum CGPA, they will be listed as eligible.  If High SAT/ACT is blank, they will remain ineligible until we receive a score.  If transcript_cd is blank or "D", we have no transcript; therefore, we have no CGPA.  The student will remain ineligible until this is received.

I tried to make these reports a little more "friendly" for you; however, some things about Microsoft Access make it difficult.  I replaced High SAT/ACT with the actual SAT or ACT score, I  deleted the Teacher Evaluation Points, I will add the CGPA and I added all fields to the excel file.  Programming time has been at a minimum due to Jim Ainslie's absence.

Most students are in an ineligible status due to non-receipt of an SAT/ACT score or a transcript.  You can tell this by the field being blank.

Repeat SY 03-04 Current Number of Applicants:  Another "Interveiw" cycle was run recently, so you should see new names out in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.   Below are our current numbers.  Most ineligible students are missing either their transcript or their SAT/ACT.
