Scholarship Funding:  Scholarship funding has been frozen for SY 02-03 only.  SY 03-04 scholarships can still be offered if allocations are available in that mission set for that SY.  Each school may offer scholarship for allocation vacancies.

Teacher Evaluations:  We are still getting calls about missing teacher evaluations.  The teacher evaluations were eliminated by the CG in August 02.  The printed application was printed in December 01; therefore, it still carries the requirement.  We are just filing teacher evaluations, which are received because we could not correct what was already in print.  CCIMS is still programmed to list the teacher evaluations as missing and will continue to reflect that.  Please just ignore those comments.

Update SY 03-04 Current Number of Applicants:  We are running "Interveiw" cycles weekly now, so you should see new names out in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module weekly.   Best time to look is on Thursday or Friday.  Below are our current numbers.  Most ineligible students are missing either their transcript or their SAT/ACT.

Repeat Update Blue Chip SALs:  Due to the funding constraints associated with SY 02-03 Scholarship funds, this program is on Hold at this time.  We will discuss the program with the CG at our monthly Budget Brief.  The program is on hold for SY 03-04 also.  Work your 03-04 candidates IAW CCR 145-1.

Repeat NEW Federal Tuition Assistance Rates:

As you recall Federal TA was 75% up to $187.50 per credit hour not to exceed (NTE) $3,500.00 per year.  Congress changed this as of 1 OCT 02 to allow “Up to $250.00 per credit hour NTE $4,500.00 per year”.  Note the removal of the 75% cap.  This means as long as tuition is less than $250 per credit hour, then 100% is covered.  This is implemented for active component soldiers.

While Congress allows for this increase, the Reserve Components are implementing several variations of this policy as follows:

ARNG:  Federal TA pays 75% up to $200 per credit hour NTE $4000/yr.  Note the 75% cap REMAINS.   The National Guard also still has State TA in most cases that supplements Federal TA.

USAR:  Federal TA pays up to $187.50 per credit hour NTE $3500/yr.  Note the 75% cap is REMOVED.
