Scholarship Reminders, 27 Feb 02

Region/Brigade Access to DODMERB Status:  Numerous folks at Brigades and Regions have requested access to the DODMERB WEB to access the physical status of prospective cadets.  

DODMERB Status is available through CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  Regions and Brigades should have access to this information, if not, coordinate with your IMO.  We receive files from DODMERB 3 times a week to update CCIMS.  

The applicant status report (which can be called up by both Region and Brigade) carries the DODMERB physical status for all on-campus applicants and all High School students to whom an offer has been made.

To view the physical status of High School applicants to whom an offer has not been made, call up the students application using the SSN option.  Open the personal information portion of the application.  DODMERB status appears at the bottom of this section.  Status includes remedial and DQ codes.

Retroactive and Extension of Benefit Requests:  We currently have a backlog on these actions due to a vacancy.  Please e-mail atccps@monroe.army.mil if you are trying to find out the status of an action.  After 4 Mar, you should be able to see your actions tracked in CCIMS.

Change to Civilian Sponsored Scholarships:  We have been informed that the Pentagon Federal Credit Union will no longer offer scholarships to our current cadets.  This change will be incorporated in the upcoming Change 1 to CC Reg 145-1.

Update 2d Round High School Winner Letters:  Winner letters will be printed on 23 Feb and mailed the following Monday.  This is due to the shut-down of CCIMS on 25-26 Feb. were delayed due to technical problems.  They have been printed and will be mailed 28 Feb.

CHANGE USMA Lists: USMA sends us 3 lists of students who expressed an interest in the military by applying to West Point. Not all students who apply to USMA are automatically offered an ROTC scholarship.
a. The first list is a list of non-competitive students, which we receive around the end of February. This list will not be provided to all schools. The names will be input into the QUEST system, their information will be refined within that system and forwarded to the appropriate Brigades upon identification of SAL criteria and schools of interest. ROTC Scholarships are not automatically offered to this group. The student must apply, compete and be selected for an ROTC scholarship by a particular school using one of their allocations.
b. The second list is a list of files closed for one reason or another. The quality of these students is not clear; therefore, this list will also be input into the QUEST system for follow-up. Names will be forwarded to Brigades through the QUEST system. This file is received around the end of March. ROTC Scholarships are not automatically offered to this group. The student must apply, compete and be selected for an ROTC scholarship by a particular school using one of their allocations.
c. The third list is the Qualified but Not Selected (QNS) List. This list will NOT be sent to the Brigades this year, but will be used to contact the students from the HQCC level, asking them for the information on the other schools to which they applied. This marketing attempt is to sell ROTC to the student as a whole, not to sell a particular school. Brigades will NOT have additional 4-year Army ROTC Scholarships to provide, but any school or brigade may benefit from the national pool, as students are offered scholarships to take to the schools of their choice. These scholarships do not count against the school’s allocation in the first year of award. If the student is retained, the scholarship will count against the school’s allocation in the following years. This list is usually available at the beginning of May; a tasking for support from Brigade ROOs (TDY to HQCC) will go out ahead of time.

Repeat Change to GRFD Deadline:  Please note the change to the GRFD Deadline in my countdown below.   The goal is to have your GRFD applications to the TAGs/RSCs by 1 May so they can create their OMLs and send to this HQs by 1 June.
