Scholarship Reminders, 20 Mar 02

This message is being sent to each PMS.  Copies are provided to Region and Brigade Commanders.

Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

ROCKS Scholarships:  We're still waiting on several ROCKS scholarship applications, which some schools said were on their way.  I need to finalize this program.  Request each HBCU send me a list of their ROCKS scholarship nominations.  To date, I only have 3 applications.

New 4-year applicants SY 02-03:  If you have students who have not previously applied for a 4-year scholarship to begin Fall 02, they can still apply.  We advise that at this late date, to have the student apply use the on-campus program.  Para 7-1a of CCR 145-1 tells you to definitely have the students apply through the College Scholarship Program past the 3rd round.  Even past the 2d round it becomes difficult for some students to get the teacher evaluations completed, etc.  Also, they have missed 2 rounds of offers and may be too late for other than your own school.
DODMERB for Late 4-year applicants:  If you have difficulty scheduling a late 4-year applicant through your On-campus procedures for scheduling a physical (i.e. they live out-of-state), contact Linda Morris (preferably by e-mail at morrisl@monroe.army.mil).   I can get them scheduled through DODMERB; however, you must remember, once scheduled in the High School Program, they remain in the High School Program and will not appear on your DODMERB WEB.  The only place their status would appear is in CCIMS against the application.

Update AFCEA Extension:  Due to  new person at AFCEA providing inaccurate information, we have extended the 1 Mar suspense to 15 Mar (this Friday).  Attached was e-mailed to all Regions on Monday, 11 Mar and is posted to the Cadet Command Document Site.  We have only received 16 applications at this time, there are 30 scholarships available through this program.  This is a pitiful showing considering last year we had 66 applications.   This is an excellent opportunity to give an extra $2,000 to one of your cadets.  Due to low number of applications, AFCEA is accepting applications sent directly to them.  They must be postmarked by 1 Apr 02.   Please use attached checklist which includes the mailing address.

Repeat LEADERSHIP TRAINING CAMP FUNDS.  The SY0203 cost models includes $3.5m in additional funds specifically for LTC 02 cadets, including MJC applicants.  This money was apportioned according to the difference between a brigades Mission Set 04 scholarship contract mission and their MS04 scholarship allocations.  Cadet Command has retained funds necessary to pay for cadets who were awarded a MS03 scholarship last summer (LTC 01), are currently enrolled and are expected to retain as a MSIV in SY0203.  Please contact your Brigade for funds for LTC candidates.

IAW CCR145-1 schools must use their available MS04 scholarship allocations for any LTC applicants.  Cadets who have attended or will attend LTC to validate a Campus Based allocation will not be counted in the LTC worksheets.  These applicants will receive a Campus Based scholarship offer and are coded as "N2" in CCIMS.  We estimate there could be as many as 900 unused MS04 campus based allocations available.  Use CCIMS to verify allocation availability.
 
If a school has no available allocations, the brigade can use LTC monies.  These cadets will receive a LTC scholarship offer and are coded as "BC" in CCIMS.  The SY0203 cost model contains a specific worksheet on which to enter LTC scholarship cadets.  Any cadet offered a MS04 LTC 02 scholarship must be included in the LTC worksheet.  Do not use LTC for: 
- ACCT prospects. They are not identified until after start of the SY and must compete for available allocations or brigade/CC UFR.
 
- Dedicated MJC scholarship applicants.  These are the 10 per MJC.
 
- National Guard or Reserve scholarship applicants.  Separate guidance will be published for USAR and ARNG cadets who must attend LTC.
 
- Cadets already enrolled with a prior Basic Camp scholarship (MS03 or prior, scholarship category code of BC).
 
If a school has no available allocations and brigade LTC funds are exhausted, brigades can shift monies from unused allocations at another school in any mission set.  
 
Any unused LTC funds will revert to CC at start of LTC in June.  
Repeat Cadet Actions (Retro Pay, Ext of Benefits, Exception to Scholarship Policy): 

Please submit complete packets.  CCR 145-1 and the Retroactive Pay Guidance detail what is needed with each packet.  This will speed up processing.

Please resist faxing in these actions.  The quality of the documents (especially transcripts) is poor and difficult to read.

Remember, if the individual contracted prior to the end of the semester, you do not need to submit a request for retroactive benefits for the term the student contracted in.  You only need submit requests for terms in which the student was never contracted.
