DODMERB Medical Update:  Make sure you have seen the Medical Update that Dr Dunn sent out Tues, 23 Apr 02.

3rd Round OMLs:  We are currently posting your 3rd round OMLs.  Please check CCIMS and let us know if we have not read your OML correctly or made any mistakes on your intended offers.  If you see an error, or what we have posted is not your intention, please e-mail atccps@monroe.army.mil or contact the POC for your state off of our POC list (attached).

Civilian Sponsored Scholarships:  Be sure you have seen the letter calling for applications for Civilian Sponsored Scholarships.  It is attached again to this e-mail to ensure that you have seen it.  Please do not send in any more CMP scholarship applications.  That board was held last week and decisions already made.

Campus Based Scholarships (4,3 and 2-year):  Remember, it is the schools responsibility to enter these on-campus applications in the CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  Please do so prior to sending the 139R and transcript to this office.  The plan is to incorporate this within the student management module of CCIMS for SY 03-04 to lessen the amount of input required at the battalion.  This includes your LTC scholarship conditional offers.  Ensure you complete all other forms required in CCR 145-1 and maintain in the cadet's file at school.  In future, if the student needs extended benefits or summer benefits, or some other type of Cadet Action, the original CCF 104R (Academic Plan) is a required piece of the packet.  We are hearing that schools are throwing them away, please do not do this.

Repeat  Application Processes for GRFD and Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarships

Currently, we are offering various types of scholarships for potential cadets who desire to serve as officers in the Reserve Components.  Application Processes for each type of scholarship are listed below as well as CC Reg 145-1, Chapter 9:

I.  GRFD-USAR, and Dedicated ARNG Scholarships for cadets who will attend LTC & All USAR Incentive Scholarships.

1. Enter applicant information into CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module and annotate “pending National Guard or Army Reserve Scholarship offer” in the additional information Text Box.  Appropriate scholarship category codes are “2G” for National Guard and “RV” for Army Reserve. If you have trouble entering an applicant, first inform PROSOFT Help Desk at 1-800-750-7682, then fax the application to HQCC at (757)788-2393, ATTN:  GRFD.

2. Inform HQ, Cadet Command (HQCC) via e-mail (danielsw@monroe.army.mil for DedARNG Scholarships or parkerra@monroe.army.mil for GRFD-USAR and USAR Incentive Scholarships) that the scholarship application is pending award. If scholarships are still available, HQCC will update the applicant’s record to “ALT OFFER” which constitutes an award.  HQCC will notify  schools of offers via e-mail. 

3. Contract the cadet and create a record in CCIMS Student Management upon award notification.

4.  Submit Cadet Command Form 201-R, Request for GRFD Control Number to HQCC (ATCC-OI-R), 55 Patch Road, Building 56, Fort Monroe,  VA  23651-5200.  Requests can also be faxed to (757) 788-2393.  Be sure to enter the appropriate scholarship code and type in paragraph 1h.  HQCC will enter the appropriate GRFD Control Number into the cadet’s record.

II.  GRFD-USAR, GRFD-ARNG, and Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarships for all cadets who will not attend LTC.
1.  These applications will be processed IAW Cadet Command Regulation 145-1, dated 9 Sep 01.  Specific GRFD and DedARNG Scholarship policies can be found in Chapter 9 of this regulation.

2.  Scholarship applications not submitted IAW with guidelines in CC Reg 145-1 and conversions to GRFD will not be considered until applicants nominated through the LTC Option or National Guard and Army Reserve command channels have received scholarship offers.

Repeat Corporation for the Promotion of Rifle Practice and Firearms Safety, Inc Scholarships:  The board was held 16 Apr and 57 out of 84 applicants were chosen to receive the scholarships.  The approved list will be provided to everyone by the end of the week.

Repeat DODMERB:  Do not contract  unless the DODMERB WEB shows that the student is qualified for 2 consecutive days or you receive the DODMERB qualified letter sent to the student or the actual physical.  You cannot contract from the Cadet Command waiver approval letter.  There may still be outstanding remedials at that point in time.
