Cadet Command Guidance On Age Change:  Cadet Command Age Policy is:

To be eligible for a scholarship the student must be under 27 on 30 Jun of the year of commissioning.  Students with Active Duty Service time can receive an extension  of one year for each year of active duty, up to 3 years.  Maximum Age for scholarship eligibility is under 30 on 30 Jun of the year of commissioning.  Those students who are over 30 on 30 Jun of the year of commissioning; however, will be under 31 on 31 Dec of the year of commissioning may request and exception to policy .
SY 03-04 High School Applicants:  Ready or not, we have just completed the first High School "Interview" Cycle for SY 03-04 applicants.  There are 449 visible to you in CCIMS.  These are very incomplete applications; therefore, we will not accomplish a document mailout until next month.  By that time the applicants should have responded to our missing item letters and we will have documents to get out to you.  Here are the numbers for High School Applicants for both SY 02-03 and SY 03-04.  We are still doing "Interviewees" for late applicants as they apply.

Repeat CCIMS Student Management:  The Scholarship Award Year in CCIMS Student Management Module should match the School Year under which the application appears in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module, even if it was actually awarded in the 2d semester.  
Repeat Incentives Division:  Jim Ainslie has been extended on active duty and will not return until August.  It is imperative that you utilize the Cadet Help Desk and the POCs on attached list.  Due to a special project regarding streamlining scholarship processing and the tasks from higher echelons, I am not able to assist all 270 battalions as in the past.   During June, I will be tied up intensely with IMD doing analysis, which must be completed by 30 Jun.

Repeat CCIMS Scholarship Processing:  We receive a lot of questions on why a student is ineligible in the CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module, College Scholarship Program.  Remember, this system was designed when we were tagged with eligibility verification.  Now, the PMS is charged with that responsibility.  All students start out ineligible in the Scholarship Processing Module.  After the paperwork (139R and transcript) are received at this HQs, we review what you have input and then change them to eligible.  When we receive your OML, we then change them to offer.  When we received the Brigade Monthly By-name list, we change them to alternate offer.

Remember, it is the schools responsibility to input the scholarship applications into both the CCIMS Scholarship Processing module when they apply and into the CCIMS Student Management Module when they enroll.
