Scholarship Reminders, 27 Aug 03

This message is being sent to each PMS.  Copies are provided to Region and Brigade Commanders.

Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

Medical Qualification Requirements:  With the start of the upcoming school year, do you know what is required if a scholarship winner has not been determined medically qualified upon arriving on campus?

The first action should be to determine when the physical exam was taken.  You do this by asking the student or using CCIMS.  To find this information in CCIMS use the Scholarship Processing module, click on PMS review, then click on medical information and the scheduled appointment date can be found in the appointment date block.  

Students who are pending a medical remedial will be counseled.  Offer assistance in resolving remeidals, but ensure the applicant understands it is their responsibility to provide the required information.  Failure to resolve medical qualification issues will result in withdrawal of the scholarship offer six months after the physical was begun.

A PMS may extend this time for an additional 30 days; however holding a scholarship offer past a seven-month period requires HQCC approval.  The request for an extension must include a timeline of action taken to resolve the medical remedial or qualification.  Forwarded request to HQCC, Attn: ATCC-OP-I-S for consideration.

Another question that should be asked of students returning to school after the summer break (contracted and pending contracting) is if there has been a change in status (administrative and medical) which may have occurred over the summer break.  This will help prevent an ineligible student from contracting or allow the battalion to take action for those who may require a waiver for retention.  By using the initial Cadet Command Form 139-R (Cadet Enrollment Record) as a guide, it will assist in determining if the retention status has changed.  

Repeat SY 03-04 Offers:  Remember the CG’s guidance on SY 03-04 offers.  “Monitor your offers closely.  I want PMSs to control the scholarship offer window closely.  If an applicant has not accepted a scholarship offer within a reasonable timeframe, i.e. three weeks, the offer should be immediately withdrawn.  Ensure CCIMS is updated to reflect declinations or withdrawals as they occur.  Delay only serves to tie up your limited scholarship resources.”

Repeat GRFD Scholarships:  Please ensure that all cadets that were offered either a GRFD ARNG, USAR or Dedicated ARNG scholarship for SY 03/04 have either an accept or decline status entered into CCIMS scholarship process.  We have many cadets on waiting lists and those with no status are holding up funds that can be used by others.  Per CG's guidance these offers will be pulled if no accept or decline status is added within three weeks of the offer being made.
