SY 03-04 Applicant Rosters:  On Saturday, Sep 14th, I e-mailed 2 rosters to every battalion.  The rosters are identical except for the file type.  The .rtf file can be opened in Microsoft Word and is easy to read.  The .xls file is to be opened by Microsoft Excel and is easy to sort data, do mail merges, etc.  This file contains names that are on CCIMS as well as names that are in the "cue".  Student's names do not appear on CCIMS until they meet the eligibility requirements for age, college board score, US Citizenship and GPA.  In order for you to know what students have applied and are interested in your school, but have not made the "Interviewee" list yet, we provide you this roster.  It is up to your discretion on the use of this roster.  It provides you contact information, which you are welcome to use.  It also provides you with points for the SAT/ACT and Extra Curricular, Leadership and Athletic information contained in the application.  If the points in those columns are zero, it indicates we do not yet have that information.  

Repeat-SY 03-04 Applications:  You should have received about 45 SY 03-04 applications from the Fulfillment Center.

Repeat SY 03-04 Interviewees:  Another readover of WEB applicants was run this week.  941 new applicants were added to the database.  We will run another "Interview" on Friday to see how many meet SAT/ACT, CGPA, Age and Citizenship.  Numerous applicants are still ineligible due to missing transcripts (thus missing CGPA)  I will try to run a roster for each school listing those students in the cue on Saturday.  This will at least provide you with contact information, even though we have not determined eligibility based on CGPA or SAT/ACT.  Below are the current numbers.
