Lost Interviewees:  CCIMS has a problem in that students who at one time were in "Interviewee" status, have reverted back to eligible and disappear from your screens.  We've requested IMO to sweep the database and restore all these students back to you view.  If they are not visible to you by Friday, please e-mail us and we will manually check out the student.  If some information has been received which makes a student ineligible for a scholarship, we send an e-mail to all schools of choice to notify you why they will not longer be in your view.

CCIMS Changes:  Some changes to CCIMS have come through.   

You have a new /improved applicant status roster which includes DODMERB status and remedial codes for quick reference.  

Allocations screens have been improved to provide a better break out of Enrollments, this more closely matches what is being reported by the Brigades on their cost models.

Current Enrollment Report in CCIMS now reflects all enrollments.  Those who do not count against your allocations are highlighted to indicate such.

Repeat Change to Scholarship Age Limit:  The National Defense Authorization Act for FY 02 was signed on 28 Dec 01.  The bill provides for a change to the law governing scholarship age limitations.  The revised law allows a scholarship applicant to be eligible as long as he/she is under 31 years old on 31 Dec of the year he/she commissions.  The age extension for prior service was deleted.  Take the applicants birth date, add 31 and that tells you the date that he/she turns 31; therefore 31 Dec of the year prior to the date of ineligibility is when the student would have to commission and earn his/her degree.
