Change to Scholarship Age Limit:  The National Defense Authorization Act for FY 02 was signed on 28 Dec 01.  The bill provides for a change to the law governing scholarship age limitations.  The revised law allows a scholarship applicant to be eligible as long as he/she is under 31 years old on 31 Dec of the year he/she commissions.  The age extension for prior service was deleted.  Take the applicants birth date, add 31 and that tells you the date that he/she turns 31; therefore 31 Dec of the year prior to the date of ineligibility is when the student would have to commission and earn his/her degree.
