Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

4-Year On-Line Applications:  Remember, since Nov 2, 2000 we accept applications year-round.  The on-line application was reprogrammed and is still available to apply for SY 02-03.  If you talk to potential new applicants after the beginning of the new year, be sure to mention that they may not be competitive at all the schools they are interested in.  By Jan, the schools are well on their way to awarding most of their scholarships in the 2d round on 10 Feb 01.  After the 2d round of offers, you may want to work new contacts as 4-year on campus applicants in lieu of the High School Process.

SY 02-03 Offers:  Students may receive multiple offers in 1 round and those students who have accepted an offer from the first round are still available to all schools in the subsequent rounds.  Just because a student accepted an offer, it does not take him our of the running for other offers at other schools.

DODMERB Physical Date for Contracting:  The last review date is actually the date to use on the contract.  That is when DODMERB finalized the physical.   If it remains the same after 24 hours, go with that date.
On Campus Application Process:  Remember, the process to win a scholarship is


1.  Apply (complete 139R and application outlined in CCR 145-1)


2.  Enter application in CCIMS


3.  Submit name to Brigade for adjustment pool if no allocations available (or Bde has pulled funds)


4.  Offer scholarship if allocation available or Bde has provided you with the funds.

We are still receiving by name lists from Brigades for which we have no application in CCIMS.  We must still retain a viable scholarship applicant database from which statistical information can be obtained.  We are still seeing e-mails stating student accepted the scholarship offer; however the student has no application in CCIMS.

Repeat DODMERB:  The easiest way to tell who to contact in reference to DODMERB physicals is where they appear in CCIMS.

Some students have ended up in both the High School Program and the Campus Based Program.  In this case, please check with this office (atccps@monroe.army.mil) first so we can tell you which program they are in at DODMERB.
Repeat 02-03 High School Applicant Rosters:  These rosters were sent to the ROTCMMS assigned e-mail addresses.  This is run from an automated program which we cannot keep updating to include personal .edu addresses.  Please get with you admin tech to have the files downloaded.  If the e-mail is forwarded, it usually loses the attachments.  Additional assistance in reading the file:


Med Sched Date – CCIMS has a problem in that when we update an applicant, their status reverts back to Eligible.  IMO changed all of those yesterday back to “Interviewee” or “Offer”.  Those students are eligible for interviews and boarding if a date shows in that block.


High SAT/ACT – This is the student’s SAT Score or his/her ACT score converted to an SAT equivalent.  

PMS College Board Score WPS – These are the whole person score points assigned to the actual High SAT/ACT


PMS EAL WPS – These are the whole person score points assigned to the student extracurricular, leadership and athletic participation


PMS Evaluation WPS – These are the whole person score points assigned to the 3 teacher evaluations


These points should be added to the selection board score sheet to determine the student’s whole person score.


Web_applicant_cd:  “-1” means the student applied on-line; therefore, their personal statement should be at the bottom of the PMS Review Screen.  “0” indicates that they applied using a paper application and their personal statement should be a scanned image obtained by clicking on the Document Image Tab, then click on “Personal Statement “


Transcript_cd:  Blank means we have not yet received the transcript.  “A” means we have the transcript and you can view that by clicking on the Document Image Tab, then click on “Transcript”
