Contracting:  Remember, PMS must ensure contract eligibility of student prior to actually signing the contract.  Things may change between the time a scholarship was offered and actual contracting.  You cannot contract a student if they now do not meet eligibility criteria (i.e. change in medical status, change in CGPA, etc.).

SY 02-03 Document Images:  Transcripts, teacher evals and personal statements for your “Interviewees” were put in the mail this week.

SY 02-03 Applicant Rosters:  New rosters were sent to you between Sat and Monday.  Remember, they go to the ROTCMMS E-mail address and must be saved to your LAN for use from that mailbox.

DODMERB (This is a repeat from 20 Sep and last week; however, we still do not have folks who are understanding how to work with DODMERB):  The easiest way to tell who to contact in reference to DODMERB physicals is where they appear in CCIMS.

Some students have ended up in both the High School Program and the Campus Based Program.  In this case, please check with this office (atccps@monroe.army.mil) first so we can tell you which program they are in at DODMERB.

DODMERB Physicals for SY 01-02 High School Winners:  We still have folks who do not understand the DODMERB Physical process for High School Applicants.

1.  If there is no offer/acceptance in CCIMS for a High School Applicant, the physical will not be mailed to HQs CC.  You must ensure that CCIMS reflects up-to-date offer/acceptance information.

2.  DODMERB will only deal with HQs CC on High School Applicants.

3.  If you have not received all your physicals, send request for qualified physicals to atccps@monroe.army.mil.   Check status of physicals on CCIMS.

4.  For those incoming freshman who have been DQ’d and working waivers or are in remedial status, send request to change the student’s address to the school address to Kathleen.Ometer@dodmerb.tma.osd.mil.   This will ensure correspondence mailed from DODMERB will arrive at the battalion instead of the student’s home.

5.  DODMERB User ids are constructed as follows (each battalion has 3 user ids:

If you are new and don’t know the last password used, click on the “Forgot Your Password” button.  The last password used will be e-mailed to you.  If you are having trouble with the website itself, please contact the Cadet Help Desk at 1-877-594-5658 or e-mail 
cadet-help@monroe.army.mil.  Partnership schools should coordinate with their Host University to either have them access the information or to obtain one of the 3 codes for the University for use at the Partnership School.

6.  All MJCs should coordinate physicals for their folks through HQs Cadet Command.  POC is Mike Lipomi, lipomim@monroe.army.mil.  Instructions are posted on the HQs Cadet Command WEB under Scholarships, Scholarship Reminders

7.  DODMERB representatives are available to attend Brigade and Region Commander Conferences to explain DODMERB procedures and answer questions.  Please contact Larry Mullen if you wish to invite them.

8.  To prevent physicals from going into the DODMERB Unidentified physical (they can’t determine what service or what battalion the student belongs to), Download the forms; type/print the full Bn/Det address in block 8 of the DD Form 2351; copy them; and pass out to applicants prior to obtaining their exam.  When more packages are needed, copy more for the 'basic load.'  Excluding the recurring copying, this task takes no more than 7 minutes ONE and ONLY ONE TIME."
Repeat 02-03 High School Interviewees:  Another “Interview” cycle was run Tuesday.  You have new students appearing on CCIMS available for “Interview”.  You will receive a new roster on Saturday.  By mid-December, we plan on providing an entire applicant roster to all schools.  This roster will provide all names and contact information for every applicant except those who have already been disqualified.  The roster will contain the same information you have been provided on your individual school roster.  Current Numbers are:
