
GRFD/Dedicated ARNG Scholarship Guidance (SY 04/05)

All GRFD and Dedicated ARNG Scholarship applications for SY 04/05 will be processed IAW Cadet Command Regulation 145-1, Change 3, dated May 03.  Specific GRFD and Dedicated ARNG Scholarship policies can be found in Chapter 9. Scholarship applications not submitted IAW with guidelines in CC Reg 145-1 will not be considered.  All applicants must go through appropriate National Guard and Army Reserve command channels in order to receive a scholarship offer.  Additional guidance may be found in CC Reg 145-10.

As a result of limited funding and legal restrictions, the USAR Incentive Scholarship Program is discontinued. Troop Program Unit (TPU) Augmentation Teams should now work with the ROTC Recruiting Operations Officers to submit applications for GRFD-USAR Scholarships through the local Regional Readiness Commands (RRC). 

GRFD and Dedicated ARNG Scholarship allocations for School Year 04/05 have changed and will be listed in Appendix K, CC Reg 145-1, Change 4 to be posted 15 Jan 04.  

There are enough funds projected for SY 04/05 to allocate 5 Dedicated ARNG scholarships per state.  This is a decrease of 1 per state from last year.  However, historically not all states use their allocation and these are redistributed to other states.  Therefore, recruit for and submit as many qualified applicants as possible.   

Title 10, US Code 2107(a) limits GRFD ARNG, USAR and Dedicated Military Junior College (MJC) scholarships to a total of 208.  A recent change to this law increased MJC scholarships from 10 to 17 at each of the five MJCs.  The ARNG is authorized one per state and territory for a total of 54 GRFD scholarships.  Therefore the increase of 35 MJC scholarships will reduce the USAR allocation from 104 to 69.  The following is the USAR allocation for SY 04/05:      
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All scholarship applications and Order of Merit Lists (OML) from TAG (ARNG)/RRC (USAR) POCs must be received by Headquarters, Cadet Command (HQCC) NLT 1 April 04. You must coordinate with the appropriate TAG/RRC POC to ensure that you get applications to them in time to establish an OML.  All applicants received after the initial OML is submitted must also go through the TAG/RRC POC to ensure they are added to their initial OML in the position they deem appropriate.  Applications sent directly to HQCC will not be considered.  

ROTC Battalions must ensure that all scholarship applications are entered into the CCIMS Student Management Module before forwarding application to the appropriate ARNG/USAR POC.  Enter only “2C” scholarship category code for all applicants regardless of desired scholarship type.  If an offer is made HQCC will enter the appropriate GRFD scholarship code.
