SUBJECT:  Utilization of Dedicated Military Junior College (MJC) Scholarship Allocations

1.  References:

    a.  Title 10, United States Code, 2107a.

    b.  Cadet Command (CC) Regulation 145-1, Chapter 8-4a, Special Programs. 

2.  Effective SY 03-04, battalion commanders at each MJC are required to contract 10 cadets, per mission set, under the Dedicated MJC Scholarship Program. 

3.  IAW with reference 1a above, Cadet Command is required by law to contract a minimum of 10 cadets, per mission set, under this scholarship option at each MJC.  We will make every possible effort to comply with this legislation. 

4.  If all Dedicated MJC allocations are not filled at opening enrollment, battalion commanders must convert as many existing campus-based or GRFD Scholarship contracts to Dedicated MJC as necesssary to meet this requirement.
