Scholarship Reminders, 15 Sep 04

This message is being sent to each PMS.  Copies are provided to Region and Brigade Commanders.

Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

Normal Academic Progression System:

The last Weekly Blast article on this has generated some discussion and questions.  This is an attempt to resolve those questions.

First, NAPS was staffed over 18 months ago.  It was briefed at the BLTP ’03.  At that time the CG said to use it.  The delay for using for new contracts this year is the problem with placing the basic worksheet in CCIMS.  The automation piece should be fielded shortly.  The actual guidance for NAPS will be in CCR 145-1 which should also be in the field shortly.

Second, the intent of NAPS is for all parties to agree on the number of semesters or quarters a cadet will receive scholarship benefits at the start of the contract.  This will eliminate the requirement for 99% of the summer benefits and extension of benefits.  In essence if a cadet requires more than 4 years of school to complete their degree, NAPS will allow contracting the cadet with up to five years of benefits.

Third, the number of hours is the minimum number of hours the cadet must average to remain academically aligned.  If the cadet takes fewer hours, the PMS is required to counsel the cadet about the average number required.  If the cadet falls behind in their normal progression, the PMS may place the cadet on academic suspension or LOA to allow alignment.

Fourth, the cadet may take more hours than the minimum number identified.  Remember we are talking about average number of hours to take.  The cadet may want to take a heavier load in anticipation of tougher classes in the next semester.  

Fifth, scholarships are managed by mission set.  Over the past few years we have moved away from the 4-yr, 3-yr, and 2-yr concept.  This is a culmination of ensuring the cadet receives the proper length of scholarship to allow for academic alignment.  Realize that the GRFD and Dedicated ARNG scholarships are only for 4 semester or 6 quarters.  If the cadet does not fit that mold, then other options may apply.

Sixth, this is only for new contracts starting in SY 2004/2005.  No cadet already on scholarship will be considered under this policy.  However, it is a good counseling tool to check on the progress of all of your cadets.  

Seventh, there has been some concern about the individuals who already have a 5 year program without ROTC.  NAPS will give them the full 5 years up front.  However, it is incumbent upon the PMS to align the cadet academically and militarily.  This will mean one or two semesters on LOA to bring the cadet into alignment.  The standard should be that commission, graduation and scholarship benefits all end at the same time.

Eighth, by placing the cadets in the appropriate mission set, the command will reap benefits.  The majority of the migration phenomena will end.  This will occur for two reasons; first, individual will be placed in correct mission set to begin with; second, the PMS now has a precise measuring tool to determine adequate academic progress.

Additional ARNG Scholarships:  We have additional ARNG Scholarships funds as outlined below
1. Scholarships remain for both Fall 04 and Spring 05.

2. Fall 04 cadets must contract/accept scholarship NLT 45 days from beginning of semester.

3. Must have only 2 years (4 semesters) of academic work remaining to include no summer semesters.

4. Must not be contracted and must have 2 years ROTC remaining (MS 300 and 400).

5. Must meet all scholarship eligibility requirements.

6. Must have complete packet to include 139-R, 104-R and transcripts.

7. Must be added into CCIMS/student management/scholarship applicants with an eligible selection status.

SY 05-06 (MS 09) High School Program Nurse Applicants:  All schools will still follow the guidance in CCR 145-1, Chapter 7, for Interviewing, boarding and selecting (MS 09) Nurse scholarships.  The only thing centralized for Nurse scholarships are the funds.  You will submit a separate OML for nurses on the same due dates as all other MS09 High School Program scholarships.

Clarification of Room and Board Option:  All scholarship cadets (both new contracts and returning cadets) get to make a choice at the beginning of every school year for which they are supposed to receive benefits of receiving either tuition/fees or room/board.
Repeat Viewing Images for High School Scholarship Applicants through CCIMS – 

We have finally completed all testing and the FileNet links through CCIMS are now available.  This link only applies to the Scholarship High School Program. With this link you will be able to view the entire scholarship application and all allied documents that the student sends us. This is where you will also print off your DoDMERB physicals.  If the physical was scanned into the system prior to 1 Jun 04, then you would need to use the Bytequest link for the physical.  Any physical scanned into the system after 1 Jun 04 will be listed as Medical Examination under the FileNet link. Attached to this reminder is the Handbook for Viewing Images through CCIMS.  You must read it and follow it step by step.  There is a copy of this handbook also out on the website at www.rotc.monroe.army.mil , Scholarships, Incentives Info for PMS, Incentives Policies. You should already have loaded the FileNet Viewer CD that we sent you back in May 04.  This viewer will allow you to view the images through FileNet.  There are specific instructions for entering your User ID and password for the first time.  There are points of contact for those experiencing any problems.  Remember all user ID/password problems are to be directed to your Region IMs for their assistance and all other problems are to be directed to the ROTC Helpdesk at 1-800-750-ROTC (7682), option 4, then option 1.
