For those cadets that have already been paid Tuition/Fees and or BOOK Allowance under the old rate, an additional payment needs to be processed by the schools for the Tuition difference and additional guidance will be provided the HRA’s via Weekly Blast instructing them on the procedures.  For those Cadets previously paid a Book Allowance, Cadet Pay will pay the difference for the Book Amounts and this should be paid NLT EOM October 04.  CCR 145-1 will be updated shortly.
High School APFT Requirement:  MG Thrasher has lifted the requirement for High School applicants to pass the APFT prior to getting a scholarship offer.  PMSs are still responsible for conducting an APFT at the time of the Interview in order to provide an assessment of physical ability.  This will be published officially in another update to CCR 145-1.

ARNG Scholarships:  Funds remain for SY 04-05 ARNG scholarships.  These funds are available to MS 06 cadets, contracted or non-contracted.  The scholarship window for Fall 04 is the first 45 days of school term (semester or quarter).  Offers may also be awarded for Spring 05, MS 07 cadets, if cadet is academically aligned.  MS 07 cadets may not be contracted until they are academically aligned.  Any cadet that was denied a scholarship for Fall 04 due to non academic alignment, having more than 2 years of school remaining, may be considered for Spring 05. Repeat CCIMS Production Migration:  Last Tuesday, numerous fixes to the CCIMS Scholarship processing module were migrated to production.  You should see these changes on Wednesday.  
1. You now have the option of reviewing the Cadet Listing Report.  This report lists by name who and how much is counting on the Allocation Summary Report.  Click on Reports, Cadet Listing Report.

2. Nurses are no longer being charged against your funds; however, the HQ’s pulled the nurse funds back up to the HQs at the same time.
3. The erroneous administrative condition on “Test (college board scores) for 2-year applicants in the Student Management Module has been corrected.

4. You can now change “ineligible” applicants in the Student Management Module to “eligible” if they are only awaiting a qualified medical or a waiver.

Repeat DODMERB Physicals for Incoming Freshman:  You will only receive DODMERB pe’s for incoming freshman who are DODMERB qualified and have an offer and acceptance in the CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  Do not request that DODMERB move these physicals to the CSP side of DODMERB and to your school and that is placing an undo amount of work on the DODMERB personnel.  The only time this is appropriate action is when the student begins to compete for a 3-year on-campus scholarship for SY 05-06 and that window does not open until 15 Nov 04.
Repeat Early Commissioning Program (ECP) LT Tracking

All schools that received ECP transfer orders from HQ Cadet Command must inform HQCC whether or not the ECP LT has enrolled at your school within 5 days of the start of the semester.  This guidance is CG directed.  This responsibility along with other tracking responsibilities can be located in CC Regulation 145-9, CH 5.  Contact CPT Jeff Daniels at william.daniels@usacc.army.mil with questions or to inform him of the ECP LTs status.    
Repeat Nurse Bonus Initiative:  Revised forms for Phase I and Phase II.  Revised forms are attached to this reminder.  The forms have been replaced on the Right Site and also under Incentives Info for PMS, Incentives Misc Forms.  The forms now require coordination with the Brigade Nurse Counselor.
