Update Delay of 1st Round OML:  Due to the lost time from Hurricane Isabel and automation challenges faced by this office, the 1st round OML deadline will be moved to 7 Nov 03 with letters going out to winners on 17 Nov 03.  Due to Western Regions Commanders Conference the 1st week of November, we will delay until 7 Nov 03 for 1st round OMLs.

SY 04-05 Document Images:  ISA has restored our document image system and we have begun scanning in the “Interviewees” transcripts and personal statements.  This is our priority and we hope to be finished in the next 2-3 weeks.

DODMERB Physical:  Students who applied through the High School Program, but did not win a scholarship during that offer period and show up on your campus, need to be moved to the DODMERB College Scholarship Program (CSP) for consideration for on-campus scholarships.  Please e-mail csp@dodmerb.tma.osd.mil to have them moved from the High School Program to the College Scholarship Program.  Please use this terminology to ensure that DODMERB understands what you are trying to do.

HS Scholarship Application – Laptop Version
New for the ROOs - We have created a MS-Excel Spreadsheet version of the ROTC High School Scholarship Application for you to download to your laptop computers. This will allow you to complete the application from your laptop and then Email the file to atccps@monroe.army.mil for processing.  This was designed for use when the On-line application is not available or readily accessible.  Continue to encourage use of the On-line scholarship application.  Instructions for downloading and completing the MS Excel version of the HS Scholarship Application are attached. Migrations and the affect on allocations:  Migrations are addressed in CCR 145-1, 2-2d.  Below is an excerpt of the regulation.  A copy of the sample memorandum has been posted to www.rotc.monroe.army.mil, under Scholarship Info for PMS, Misc Forms section.  The PMS must make a decision based on why the student migrated on whether or not that student would qualify for extended benefits.  CCIMS is a machine and will automatically calculate a student’s mission set based on the commission date in the data.  We “humans” must intervene if you do not wish the student to count in the mission set into which he/she migrated.  When we receive this memo, we record it in the Personnel Actions portion of CCIMS Student Management.  For counting purposes only, this serves to move the student back 1 mission set.

(3)  When a student migrates to a future mission set and when the PMS does not wish that student to count against that future mission sets allocations, the PMS may count the student against the previous mission set (for allocation purposes only)  by  providing a memorandum (sample at Appendix C) stating that the student will not be submitted for extended scholarship benefits.

Repeat E-Mails:  Due to the volume of e-mail recently, we request you e-mail your Bde POC, the Cadet Life Cycle Help Desk or your POC in this office.  Jim Ainslie, Linda Morris and Maj Larry Abercrombie are involved in numerous meetings, TDY and hot projects and are unable to respond in a timely manner.  If a PMS feels the issue requires HQs resolution, they are welcome to e-mail Jim, Linda or Larry.  The POC list is located on the ROTC WEB Site, under Scholarship Info for PMS at Scholarship Information.

Repeat Rosters:  A set of rosters was sent to each school recently.  These rosters allow you to see the student's who (for various reasons) have not yet made "Interviewee" status in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module; however, they have indicated an interest in your school.  You may contact these individuals if you wish.

On the excel file-Expr 1 = College Board WPS Points (if 0 this means we don't have a score yet)

                          Expr 2 = Extracurricular Athletic and Leadership Points

                           Expr 3 = Teacher Evaluation Points (now all are 0)

On the word (.rtf) file-web_applicant-cd of "-1" means they applied on-line

                                   Transcript_cd of "A" means we have their transcript, blank or "D" means we do not have their transcript.

If the student has not provided enough information to be made eligible for age, US Citizenship, minimum SAT/ACT or minimum CGPA, they will be listed as ineligible.  If High SAT/ACT is blank, they will remain ineligible until we receive a score.  If transcript_cd is blank or "D" and CGPA is blank, we have no transcript; therefore, we have no CGPA.  The student will remain ineligible until this is received.
