Scholarship Reminders, 2 Apr 03

This message is being sent to each PMS.  Copies are provided to Region and Brigade Commanders.

Please pass to both the ROO and the PMS (and anyone else involved with scholarship offers/DODMERB physicals)

3rd Round OML Delay:    The 3rd Round OML deadline has been delayed until 9 May 03.  This delay will give both the PMS and the brigade time to react to the decisions made by students.  We will run withdrawal letters for non-response on 18 Apr 03 to allow the mail system to catch up.  The PMS and the Brigades will then have three weeks to make decisions on any 3rd round offers that can be made.

All 3rd Round OMLs will be submitted to the Brigade Cdr for decision-making.  The Brigades will then forward the OMLs to HQCC, atccps@monroe.army.mil indicating which offers the HQs should make official.

Students on your OMLs not selected for a scholarship should be provided the non-selection letter, which is located in Appendix C of CCR 145-1.

LTC Scholarships for MS 05:  Due to the uncertainty with the FY 03 scholarship funds, it may not be possible to completely implement the LTC Administrative Guidance for scholarships.  If your Brigade does not have funds for LTC scholarships, then you should contract the student using the non-scholarship contract.  If funds become available during the first semester of SY 03-04, then these students can be considered for conversion to scholarship as a one-time exception to CCR 145-1. 

GRFD/DedARNG Scholarship Applications Must Be In CCIMS

Please ensure that all of your GRFD and DedARNG Scholarship prospects are entered into The CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  If you have not done so, please put these applications into CCIMS as soon as possible. We can't make offers available for prospective cadets if a record does not exist in CCIMS for them.  Enter scholarship award category as "RV" for GRFD-Army Reserve Scholarship applicants, "RG" for GRFD-National Guard Scholarship applicants or "2G" for Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarship applicants.  Enter selection status as "1" if the cadet currently meets scholarship eligibility and contracting requirements.  Enter scholarship award category as "0" if the cadet does not currently meet scholarship eligibility and contracting requirements.  HQCC will update the selection status to "5" (Alternate Offer) whenever an offer is made available for the prospect.

SY 03-04 College Scholarship Program Applications:  There are over 600 new college scholarship applications in CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module.  However, numerous of these applications have not been completely input.  Prior to submitting the 139R and transcript to this HQs, please ensure that you have completed all input on both the Personal Information Tab and the Applicant Status Tab.

Extension of Scholarship Benefits and Summer Benefits 03 Deadline Extension.   1 April is the deadline for requesting Extension of Benefits for SY 03-04 or Summer Benefits for 03.  This deadline has been extended to 15 April 03.  There will be no extension of this deadline.  All requests received with a postmark after 15 April will not be considered.  Due to budgetary considerations, all packets meeting basic eligibility standards will be considered by a board to determine which ones should be funded.  The headquarters have been holding all packets after it was determined that requests would exceed the dollars set aside.  PMSs will be notified of individuals to be funded approximately 15 May 03. 

CMP Scholarship Board:  The CMP Scholarship Board will be held 14-16 April 03.

Repeat Standard Queries:  Every Monday, we will provide the Brigade with the Standard Queries which originally went out 24 Mar 03.  These queries identify discrepancies in CCIMS where the Scholarship Processing Module and the Student Management Module reflect different information.  We will add to these queries as we move forward.  The guidance is attached again for assistance in determining what the error is that is causing the student's record to appear on one of the lists.

Repeat GRFD Scholarships:  The deadline for submitting GRFD and Dedicated Army National Guard Scholarships is 1 April.  You should have already been in contact with your respective areas Point Of Contact in order to submit your applications to them.  If you have missed the POC's deadline, mail your applications directly to me (USAR) or CPT Jeff Daniels (ARNG) for consideration. Our address is Headquarters, US Army Cadet Command, 55 Patch Road, Building 56, Fort Monroe, VA  23651.  If you mail applications directly to us, please understand that they will only be considered after we have made initial offers and converted those Campus Based Scholarships to GRFD that are currently on our waiting lists.  An award is not guaranteed for late applications.

You must also be sure to enter all appropriate information for applicants into the CCIMS Scholarship Processing Module as pending a National Guard or Army Reserve offer, whichever applies.  We will update the offer status in CCIMS and notify each of your schools when the offer is made available. Also,  there is no "extra" GRFD/DedARNG money for LTC Candidates this year. You must submit applications for these prospects in the same manner as you will for progression or lateral entry prospects.
