On Campus Scholarship Offers:  Remember, CCR 145-1 requires a 21 day suspense for student’s to accept or decline a scholarship offer.  It is the schools responsibility to input that decision into CCIMS Student Management.  This is important as these offers are holding funds, and funding for SY 04-05 is extremely tight.

High School Scholarship Offers-3rd Round:  We will be running withdrawal letters next week.  Please review your acceptances/declinations in CCIMS.  If you have an acceptance from a student, and it is not posted in CCIMS, please fax us a copy ASAP so we do not erroneously withdraw an offer.

NCLEX Course Costs:  That we will pay NCLEX review course costs even if the costs exceed the benefit cap.  They need to follow the rules as outlined by RM (listed below).

A payment that exceeds the Tier cap must be submitted, by the battalion, on Standard Form 1034, Public Voucher For Purchases and Services Other Than Personal.  As a minimum the following areas of the form must be completed as shown:

Early Contracting of SMPs:  Attached is a message that went out in the Weekly Blast in March 03 regarding SMPs.  LTG Cavin was very clear about supporting the war effort and what priority that is.  PMS’ should not be advocating contracting "potential SMP cadets" early to avoid deployment.  These cadets are reservists who happen to be enrolled in ROTC - their commitment and obligation is to the reserve unit.  The effective date of the contract would not be until the first day of Fall 04 semester.  File name is SMP - Deployments.pdf.

New Document Image System:  Over the past year, we have been working on implementing a new Document Image System named “FileNet” for the High School Scholarship Applications.  It is now ready for schools to use.  The advantage of this system is that the Cadre at the Battalion can view the entire application in lieu of just the 3 documents.  For about 3 months, both systems will be visible in CCIMS, due to the fact that the physicals only exist in the old Bytequest system.  We hope to convert the physicals to the new system by the end of summer.  Attached are 2 documents to assist you in understanding the new document images:
