Scholarship Reminders, 16 Jun 04

Expanded Financial Assistance:
1.  Beginning in SY 04/05, Cadet Command will provide an option for Scholarship cadets to receive Room and Board costs in lieu of tuition and fees.  These costs cannot exceed normal tuition and fee payments at the college/university.  
2.  The cadet, at the point of contracting and then once each year, will elect to receive benefits that pay tuition and fees or Room & Board costs.  This election will be made within the first 30 days of school.  Once a choice has been made, it locks the cadet into that payment for the school year.  The PMS will record the choice in CCIMS.  The PMS will process payments IAW current established procedures using the Scholarship Tracking Module.
3.  Cadets must utilize university facilities to be reimbursed.  University Dormitories are the only authorized housing costs that will be considered.  University meal plans are the only authorized meal costs that will be considered.
4.  This program will be incorporated into CCR 145-1.  Specific instructions on how to enter the information in the Scholarship Tracking Module will be included in the regulation change.  Currently CCIMS programming is on-going and once finalized the change to the regulation will be published.
Contracting MS II’s:

1.  The Commanding General, Cadet Command, has approved contracting of Non-scholarship MS IIs effective 1 Aug 2004.  This initiative is designed to provide an incentive to quality cadets at an earlier point in their career.  

2.  The focus of this program will be to increase production.  This program is a tool to increase retention and recruit new individuals to join the program.  Approximately 50 percent of these contracts are to be used for recruiting individuals not currently in the program.  The remaining 50 percent is targeted to retain quality individuals by allowing them to commit to the program early.  The program is limited to 600 MS II’s and an allocation plan by Brigade will be included in the MOI.

3.  PMSs will select qualified, non-scholarship cadets to be considered for contracting and will ensure these cadets meet all requirements prior to contracting IAW current non-scholarship contracting rules.

4.  Currently, SMP is not an option for this program.  Active duty soldiers are not eligible for this program.

5.  This program will be incorporated into appropriate regulations and pamphlets.  An MOI will be published shortly until regulation changes can occur.  Currently CCIMS programming is on-going.
The Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) Scholarship:  Confirmations from respective services are still being received by CMP Headquarters. As soon as this process is complete, information will be turned over to their Finance Department and checks will be mailed to each school no later than the month of August.
Update SY 04-05 Replacement Offers:  IAW CCR 145-1, Chapter 7-1, HQs CC has completed the 3rd round of scholarship offers.  The withdrawal letters were mailed last week.  The PMS may now make his/her own replacement offers IAW his/her Brigade instructions.  Be sure to e-mail all replacement offer information to HQCC atccps@monroe.army.mil to ensure proper updated of CCIMS.  Without this information, you will not receive a DODMERB physical for the students records.  The Sample Winner Letter and Information Packet are posted to the WEB for download. Maude Foundation Scholarship.  Since this is a new scholarship opportunity available under the CSSP Program, please pen and ink the file GTG (green to gold) on the outside of the file folder.

Repeat Validation of 3-year Advanced Desgnees:  IAW CCR 145-1, Chapter 7-3c b.  The PMS will forward CC Fm 167-R (Appendix C) with a copy of the current transcript to this headquarters by 1 Jul of the summer before the sophomore year on each individual whether or not the PMS has recommended them.  

Repeat Clarification on Payment of NCLEX Course Fees:  The only time the payment procedures require an SF 1034 is when the payment of the fees exceeds the scholarship tier cap.
