Be sure to e-mail all replacement offer information to HQCC atccps@monroe.army.mil to ensure proper updated of CCIMS. Cadet Life Cycle Help Desk:  There is currently a vacancy at the Cadet Life Cycle Help Desk; therefore, a slight backlog in answering questions.  When you e-mail or leave a message for the Help Desk, please ensure you leave your Fice Code and phone number or e-mail address.

Validation of 3-year Advanced Desgnees:  IAW CCR 145-1, Chapter 7-3c b.  The PMS will forward CC Fm 167-R (Appendix C) with a copy of the current transcript to this headquarters by 1 Jul of the summer before the sophomore year on each individual whether or not the PMS has recommended them.  

Clarification on Payment of NCLEX Course Fees:  The only time the payment procedures require an SF 1034 is when the payment of the fees exceeds the scholarship tier cap.  If they do not exceed the cap, all that is required is an additional payment in CCIMS for the NCLEX.  POC for this information is the Cadet Pay Help Desk at 1-888-297-6971.
Repeat Scholarship Applications:  There seems to be confusion as to where the scholarship application for students should exist.  To put it as simply as possible, follow these rules - 
 

High School Scholarship Applications go into CCIMS Scholarship Processing under the High School Scholarship Program because they are centrally processed (This includes MJCs even though they may not all be centrally processed.  They are not entered into CCIMS Student Management until they arrive on campus.
 

In College Scholarship applications (students already at your school or are lateral entry to your program) are entered in SDMT by your cadre because they are locally processed.

The purpose of this change was to eliminate double input and match the input to the processing point.
